Wac Arts is seeking a creative and inspiring Art & Design Tutor to lead engaging visual arts
workshops for children and young people aged 7-11 and 12-15 years on Saturdays, during
term time, from 20" September 2025. The tutor will design and deliver fun, educational, and
age-appropriate sessions that allow young people to explore a variety of mediums and
techniques including drawing, painting, sculpture, collage, and mixed media. The tutor will
nurture self-expression, creativity, and technical skills in an inclusive and supportive learning
environment.

Plan and deliver 90 minute lessons sessions, tailored to two age groups: 7-11 and 12-15
years, that support the growth and progression of the young people, ensuring the
content is developmentally appropriate and creatively inspiring

Create an inclusive and supportive classroom environment that encourages
experimentation and collaboration

Introduce a variety of artistic techniques and materials, including drawing, painting, 3D
work, collage, and mixed media

Encourage creative thinking, experimentation, and personal expression in all
participants

Support students in developing projects individually and collaboratively

Incorporate themes or cross-curricular links where appropriate (e.g., culture, identity,
environment)

Prepare students for end-of-term sharings or presentations of their artwork

Provide support and alternative techniques to encourage a diverse pool of knowledge
and skillset

Engage participants and encourage participants’ retention
